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Today, the Novosibirsk Graphic Art Biennial is still the most large-
scale and significant exhibition of graphic arts in Russia. In 2009, the
record number of twenty one projects is presented. For the first time, the
curator projects are delivered by experts from the United Kingdom, Hun-
gary, Georgia, Italy, Poland, Thailand and Japan. The Biennial geography
is wide and embraces almost all continents.
